Inflation is no stranger to the Indian companies. In fact, till the early nineties Indians were used to double-
digit inflation and its attendant consequences. The natural fallout of this has been that we, as a nation,
have become virtually intolerant to inflation. While inflation till the early nineties was primarily caused by
domestic factors (supply usually was unable to meet demand, resulting in the classical definition of
inflation of too much money chasing too few goods), today the situation has changed significantly. Inflation
today is caused more by global rather than by domestic factors. Naturally, as the Indian economy
undergoes structural changes, the causes of domestic inflation too have undergone tectonic changes. At
the time of inflation what step do we need to take into consideration? How different departments need to
act?
